Birkhill Fireclay Mine

Experienced guides will take you on a 45
minute tour from the station platform 
into the underground workings of Birkhill
Fireclay Mine.

You’ll see 300 million-year-old fossils and
get an insight into the life of the miners
before returning in time to catch the next
train back to Bo’ness.

Note that the route to the mine makes 
it unsuitable for disabled, very young 
and elderly people – also make sure you’re
dressed for the constant 11˚C temperature!
The mine is open on scheduled running
days from March to October.

The Bo'ness and Kinneil

Railway

Board a historic carriage, hauled by a lovingly
restored locomotive, for an exciting journey
into the past! From Bo’ness Station the train
follows the Forth before climbing a tree-lined
gradient with spectacular views, and finally
delivers you to the lovely woodlands of Birkhill.

Either on the way out or the way back you can
break your journey at Kinneil and enjoy
exploring the family-friendly paths to the shores
of the Firth of Forth.

There is good access for the disabled to the
platform and facilities at Bo’ness Station, and a
specially adapted carriage for wheelchairs is
normally available on ordinary timetable days.

The Scottish Railway

Exhibition

There are over 200 locomotives, carriages and
wagons around Bo'ness Station yard, and some
of the most important are on view in the
Scottish Railway Exhibition, along with models
and displays telling the history of railways 
in Scotland.

It's an amazing collection - but don't just take
our word for it; in 2007 the core collection at
Bo'ness was formally recognised as being of
national significance. Even so, you can still climb
on to and explore many of the exhibits! 

The Exhibition is open 11.00-16.30 on scheduled
running days from March to October. Admission
is £1 per adult; accompanied children are free.
